Know what Security Council Resolution (SCR) 1820 mandates
· Sexual violence against civilians by any parties to armed conflict should stop immediately. (Para. 2)
· All parties to armed conflict should immediately take appropriate measures to protect civilians, including women and girls, from all forms of sexual violence. For example:

• enforce appropriate military disciplinary measures;

• train troops that all forms of sexual violence against civilians are prohibited;

• debunk myths that fuel sexual violence;

• vet armed forces for past actions of rape and other forms of sexual violence;

• evacuate women and children under imminent threat of sexual violence to safety. (Para.3)
· Rape and other forms of sexual violence can constitute a war crime, a crime against humanity or a constitutive act of genocide. Sexual violence crimes should therefore not be part of amnesty provisions, and those responsible for such acts should be prosecuted. (Para.4)
· Effective steps to prevent and respond to acts of sexual violence can significantly contribute to the maintenance of international peace and security. (Para.1)
· The Council will consider the appropriateness of sanctions against parties to armed conflict who commit rape and other forms of sexual violence against women and girls. (Para.5)
· The Secretary-General should strengthen efforts to implement the policy of zero tolerance of sexual exploitation and abuse in UN peacekeeping operations. Training should help peacekeeping and humanitarian personnel better prevent, recognize and respond to sexual violence. (Para.7)
· Troop- and police-contributing countries should ensure such personnel are aware of their responsibility to protect civilians, including women and children, and prevent sexual violence against women and girls (including by deploying more women peacekeepers or police). (Para.8)
· The Secretary-General should develop effective guidelines and strategies so UN peacekeeping operations can better protect civilians, including women and girls, from all forms of sexual violence. Information on this should be in his [or her] written reports to the Council on conflict situations. (Para.9)

· Effective mechanisms should be developed to protect women and girls from violence, particularly sexual violence, in and around UN-managed refugee and internally displaced persons camps as well as in all disarmament, demobilization, and reintegration processes. (Para. 10)
· The Peacebuilding Commission should include ways to address sexual violence in its advice and recommendations for post-conflict peacebuilding strategies. (Para.11)
· All parties concerned, including member States, UN entities and financial institutions, are urged to help develop and strengthen national institutions, in particular judicial and health systems, and local civil society networks in order to assist victims of sexual violence in armed conflict and post-conflict situations. (Para.13)
· The Secretary-General should submit a report to the Council on implementation by 30 June. (Para.15)
